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various erises develop. Any assistance that this
Government may render in the future should provide a
cure rather than a mere palliative. Any government
that is willing to assist in the task of recovery will
find full cooperation, I am sure, on the part of the
United States Government. Any gwernment which
maneuvers to block the reccvery of other countries
cennot expect help from us. Furthermore, governments,
political parties or groups which seek to perpetuate
human misery in order to profit therefrom politically
or otherwise will encounter the opposition of the
United States.

It is already evident that, before the United
States Government can proceed much further in its
efforts to alleviate the situation and help start the
European world on its way to recovery, there must be
some agreement among the countries of Burope as to
the recuirements of the situation and the part those
countries themselves will take in order to give proper

effect to whatever action might be underteken by this
