My dear General:

As I told you the day we separated in New York, I have always hesitated in turning over to you this so called journal of my experiences in France.  Knowing what a careful and finished workman you are in such matters, I am very loathe to turn over to you this rough first draft of dictated stuff, which has been done in the midst of constant interruptions.  Also, it is extremely personal, because it is intended to be merely a record of what I saw, heard and thought at the time.

So in reading this, please have in mind just how it was done and for what purpose; otherwise, it will seem very egotistical and extremely crude.
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
