There has been brought to my attention the question of ratings for men with the chaplains and with the recreation personnel.  At the present time the chaplain, as I understand it, has to get his immediate helper from the troop complement.  During this period of rapid promotion, this, as a rule, denies the individual any promotion, which means in effect that the chaplain gets either the poorer men or is unable to get the good men.

Please let me know what the status of this matter is, both as to the chaplain’s immediate helper and the other men connected with the general morale program.
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
