Memorial Day Ceremonies

The Commander-in-Chief will arrive by train from Brussels at Dun-sur-Meuseon the morning of May 30th.  He will proceed by automobile from Dun-sur-Meuse to the cemetery at Beaumont (southeast of Sedan) arriving at 11 a.m. for the ceremony at that point.

Following the ceremony at Beaumont, he will return to the train for lunch and will then proceed by automobile to the cemetery at Romagne, arriving at 2.30p.m. for the ceremony at that point.  Upon the completion of this last ceremony, he will return to the train and proceed to Chaumont.

The ceremony at the Thiaucourt cemetery will be held at 11 a.m. on the same day, and Major General H. E. Ely, 5th Division, will be designated to conduct it.

The general arrangements for all three of the above ceremonies will be in accordance with memorandum prepared by the Deputy Chief of Staff.
