I reached here this morning after leaving Lexington yesterday at 2 p.m.  I found Mud looking much better than of last fall, but tired from housework.  I was pretty closely occupied during my stay for Gen. Cocke filled up all my spare moments with business.  Here I found Mother in the hospital with a broken hip.  She fell over a chair in her room.  Apparently she suffers little pain, but the contemplation of future helplessness is disheartening.  Marie looks well, but worried.1  I will probably be here at least ten days, before leaving for New England.

You and Charlotte gave me a very perfect week at Woodville, spoiled me too much, of course, but made life seem very smooth and “pleasant like.”

You were so good to me, and I deeply appreciated every thing you said or did.  I would have liked to have remained all summer.  If it can be arranged, I am going to stop by on my way south.
